We the undersigned communist, workers and progressive left parties express our concerns about developments in Iran and the political and economic crisis engulfing the country, which will seriously harm Iranian people.

We are concerned about the Iranian government’s wholesale removal of subsidies from basic goods, fuel and energy in November 2010 that has caused price increases and sky-high inflation.  Widespread privatisation of state sector companies and the open door policy of the government on imports have caused the economy to collapse. Officially, unemployment stands at 14.5%, while more than 20% of the Iranian population live under poverty line.  

We are alarmed that the Iranian regime continues to use arrest, detention and torture of political opponents as a way of dealing with opposition forces.  All left, progressive and independent political organisations, including the Tudeh Party of Iran, are banned, declared illegal and their activities severely restricted.   Trade unions are dissolved and their leaders arrested and prosecuted.

The regime’s answer to any criticism of its ill-advised policies has been a to impose a reign of terror.  To spread fear, the regime has turned to execution.  In the first 6 months of 2011, more than 500 were executed.  As many executions as possible are staged in public, as macabre medieval spectacles.  

We condemn the implementation of repressive measures against the popular movement in Iran.  We declare our resolute solidarity with Iran's trade unions, working people, women, students and all progressive and democratic forces struggling for human and democratic rights, economic and social justice, peace and democracy.  
We call for the unconditional release of all political prisoners.  We condemn the use of physical and psychological tortures against political prisoners.

We also condemn any intervention in Iran by imperialist states and their allies, which are trying to advance their plan for the creation of a “Greater Middle East”.
We believe that it is the right of the Iranian people themselves to determine the direction of future developments in their country and to achieve peace, democracy and progress.
